Writers of the past have attributed symbolism to the tintures and charges of heraldry, thus gules (red) is said to denote Magnanimity and or (gold), generosity.  The lion has always been the emblem of deathless courage.

The surname Wallace is derived from the Ancient French walais, “a welshman”, and is the form more frequently found in Scotland.

At the dawn of the Christian Era, the esteemed ancestors of the Wallace family were living at a time when Scotland was organized along tribal lines and over the following three centuries, the Scots managed to resist Roman attempts to subdue and colonize their country.  Towards the middle of the ninth century a unified Celtic monarchy, under Macbeth, emerged in Scotland.  The contemporaries of King Macbeth, including the forebears of the Wallace lineage, were witnesses to a year, 1057, which saw the death of this great Monarch.  With Malcolm III and the other kings who followed Macbeth, the precursors of the Wallace family, lived at a time when Scotland fell increasingly under English rule from London.  This provoked a Scots rebellion which ended in 1328 and those of the distinguished Wallace family, living during the first half of the fourteenth century, could bear testimony to these momentous times for in that year the rebel leader Robert Bruce was recognized as King Robert I of Scotland.  During the reign of the Stuart kings, the antecedents of the Wallace family lived when the foreign policy of Scotland was one of close ties with England’s traditional enemy, France, until the time of the Scottish Reformation in the sixteenth century.  Indeed, the Catholic Mary, Queen of Scots, who was compelled to abdicate in favor of her son, James VI, was be-headed by her cousin Elizabeth in 1567 because of her religious convections.

The earliest records of the name date from the twelfth century in Ayshire and Renfrewshire which were parts of the old Strathclyde kingdom.  The first name recorded appears to be that of Richard Walensis who witnessed a charter between the years 1165 and 1175.  Between 1212 and 1249 Adam Walleis witnessed a charter by David de Haya to the monks of Cupar.
The most notable bearer of the name Wallace is Sir William Wallace (1272-1305).  Early records mention Robert Waleis in the Norfolk Pipe Rolls of 1169, Maddock le Waleys in the Staffordshire Assize Rolls of 1283 and William Wallays in the Yorkshire Poll Tax Returns of 1379 and Vincent Wallace the composer (1815-1865),  Among early emigrants from Britain to America was Matthew Wallace who recorded in Virginia in 1648.  David Wallace (1799-1859) was an American politician and sometime Governor of the State of Indiana.
